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Chapter 1 Overview

1.1 Device Description

The thermal monocular THUNDER and THUNDER Pro provide clear images under harsh
environmental conditions like darkness, fog, smoke, dust, rain, snow, wood, camouflage, etc. They
are mainly applied to scenarios such as patrolling and hunting.

1.2 Main Function

Distance Measurement: The device can detect the distance between the target and the device.
Hot Tracking: The device can detect the highest temperature in the scene and mark the spot.
Client Software Connection: The device can capture snapshots, record videos, and set
parameters by HIKMICRO Sight App after being connected to your phone via hotspot.

e Image Correction: The device supports DPC (Defective Pixel Correction) and FFC (Flat Field
Correction) which can optimize the image quality.

Image Calibration: You can adjust the image window position as required. See 3.9 Calibrate

Image.

There are two types of thermal monocular cameras. Please take the actual product for reference.

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Chapter 2 Preparation

2.1 Connect Device

Before You Start

® Remove batteries from the device before connecting to your PC, or it may cause device damage.
e Turn on the device after connecting it to your PC, and keep the device on for 10 to 15 seconds
before other operations.

Steps

1. Turn on the device and make sure the hotspot function is disabled.

2. Lift the cable interface cover.

3. Connect the device and power adapter with a type-C cable to power on the device.
Alternatively, connect the device and PC to export files.

2.2 Install Battery

2.2.1 Battery Instruction

e The device supports 3.0 V or 3.7 V rechargeable lithium battery or 3.0 V non-rechargeable dry
battery.

e The batteries in the package cannot be charged.

e Select the correct battery voltage in the device menu after you install the battery, or it may
cause abnormal shutdown.

e |f you are using rechargeable batteries, charge them for more than 4 hours before first use.
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e The external removable battery type is CR123A. The max. rated voltage is 3 VDC/2 A, and the
battery capacity is 1600 mAh.

2.2.2 Battery Installation

Insert the batteries into the battery compartment.

Steps
1. Rotate the bolt anticlockwise to loosen it.

2. Make sure the battery's positive terminal and negative terminal are installed correctly.

3. Rotate the bolt clockwise to tighten it.

Take the battery away if the device is not used for a long time.

2.2.3 Select Battery Type

The device supports multiple types of batteries and you can change the battery type according to
your need. Select the battery voltage according to the actual situation, so that the device can
display the remaining power correctly.

Steps

1. In the view mode, hold to show the menu.
2. Select [, and press to switch the voltage.
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2.3 Install Adapter

Steps

1. Make sure the red dot of the adapter align with the red dot of the eyepiece, and insert the
adapter as arrow 1.
2. Rotate the locking ring anticlockwise (as arrow 2 shows).

2.4 Remove Adapter

Steps

1. Rotate only the locking ring clockwise, and make sure the device or other parts of the adapter
are not rotated or moved.
2. Plug out the adapter after it is loosen.

2.5 Install Daylight Scope

You can use the device together with a daylight scope to view the target clear in daytime.

Steps

1. Install the daylight scope into the transfer ring as arrow 1.
2. Lock the buckle to fix the daylight scope as arrow 2.

2.6 Power On/Off

Power On
When the battery is sufficiently charged, hold ') for about 2 seconds to power on the device.
Power Off

When the device is turned on, hold ¢'} for about 2 seconds to power off the device.

e Power-off countdown will appear when you power off the device. You can press any key to
interrupt the countdown and cancel the power-off.
o Automatic low battery power-off cannot be canceled.

Auto Power Off

Set the auto power off time for your device, and then the device will automatically shut down as
the set time.

1. Hold to go to the menu.

2. Press [B] or 2% toselect @, and press to select the auto power off time as
required.

3. Hold to save and exit.

2.7 Firmware Status

2.7.1 Client Software Connection

Connect the device to the HIKMICRO Sight App via hotspot, then you can capture picture, record
video, or configure parameters on your phone.

Steps

1. Hold to show the menu of device.

2. Press to enable hotspot function.

3. Turn on the WLAN of your phone and connect to the hotspot.

e Hotspot Password: the last 9 numbers of serial No.

4. Search the HIKMICRO Sight App on App Store (iOS System) or Google Play™ (Android System) to
download it, or scan the QR code to download and install the app.

e The device cannot connect to the app if entering wrong password several times. Refer to
Restore Device to reset the device, and connect the app again.

2.7.2 Check Firmware Status

Steps

1. Open the HIKMICRO Sight and connect your device to the app.
2. Check if there is a red spot on the connection interface. If there is no red spot, the firmware is
the latest version. Otherwise, the firmware is not the latest version.

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Chapter 3 Image Settings

3.1 Adjust Focus

Steps

1. Power on the device.

2. Open the lens cover.

3. Hold the device and make sure the eyepiece covers your eye.
4, Adjust the focus ring until the image is clear.

When adjusting focus, DO NOT touch the surface of lens to avoid smearing the lens.

3.2 Adjust Brightness

In the menu mode, select B and press to adjust brightness. In white hot mode, the higher
the value of brightness is, the brighter the image is. The image effect in white hot mode is showed
as picture below and effect in black hot mode is opposite.

3.3 Adjust Contrast

In the menu mode, select m and press to adjust image contrast.

3.4 Select Scene

You can select proper scene according to actual using scene to improve the display effect.

Steps

1. Hold to go to the menu.
2. Select E& and press to switch scene.

3.5 Set Palettes

You can select different palettes to display the same scene in different effects. Press to
switch palettes.

3.6 Correct Defective Pixel

The device can correct the defective pixels on the screen which are not performed as expected.

4. Press to correct the dead pixel.

3.7 Flat Field Correction

This function can correct non-uniformity of display.

Steps
1. Hold to go to the menu.
2. Select and press to switch FFC mode.
— Manual: Hold [7] in live view to trigger calibration.
— Auto: The device performs FFC automatically according to the set schedule when switching
on the camera.
— External: Cover the lens cover, then hold [7] in live view to trigger calibration.
3. Hold to save the settings and exit.

3.9 Calibrate Image

You can adjust and save the position of the image window for different users.

Steps

1. Hold and 2% simultaneously to enter the image calibration interface.

2. Press or £O% to select Calib. Profile, and press to switch the profile No.

3. (Optional) Press or £% to select Reference Line, and press to enable or disable it. A
horizontal reference line appears in the middle of the view when it is enabled.

4. Press or £O% to select the coordinates, and press to confirm.

5. Press or [/l to adjust the X axis, and or £% to adjust the Y axis until the image
window reaches the required position.

6. (Optional) Press or £% to select Restore, and press to confirm. Press OK to restore
the view to default position, and CANCEL to return to the setting interface according to the
prompt.

The default position of image window may not be exactly at zero (X =0, Y = 0). This is caused by
slight individual differences of optical components, and it is a normal phenomenon.

7. Hold to exit image calibration.

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Chapter 4 Measure Distance

The device can detect the distance between the target and the observation position.

Before You Start

When measuring the distance, keep the hand and the position steady. Otherwise, the accuracy
may be affected.

Steps

1. Hold to show the menu.

2. Select [] and press to go to the setting interface.
1) Press or £% to select the target from Deer, Grey Wolf, Brown Bear, and Custom.
2) Set the target height.

E@Note

The available height ranges from 0.1 m to0 9.9 m.

5.3 Burning Prevention

This function can prevent the detector of the thermal channel from being burned. When you
enable this function, the shield will close if the grey scale of the detector reaches a certain value.

Steps

1. Hold to show the menu.

2.Select @ and press to enable or disable the burn-prevention function.
3. Hold to save settings and exit.

EENote

Avoid direct sunlight and enable the Burning Prevention function to reduce the risk of sensor
damage from the heat.

5.4 Capture and Video

5.4.1 Capture Picture

On the main live view page, press [@] to capture picture.

When capturing succeeds, the image freezes for 1 second and a prompt shows on the display.
For exporting captured pictures, refer to Export Files.

5.4.2 Record Video

Steps
1. In the main live view, hold [@] and start recording.

7.3 Capturing or recording fails. What's the problem?

Check the following items.

o Whether the device is connected to your PC. Capturing or recording is disabled in this status.
® Whether the storage space is full.

® Whether the device is low-battery.

7.4 Why the PC cannot identify the device?

Check the following items.
o Whether the device is connected to your PC with supplied USB cable.
e If you use other USB cables, make sure the cable length is no longer than 1 m.
